Literacy and Phonics

Children will begin to develop their phonics knowledge
and understanding through the introduction of Floppy's
Phonics. They will use their phonic knowledge to identify
initial sounds within words as well as begin to segment
and blend phonemes to read simple words.
Within LLteracg, we will learn 1o recognise
and write our names as well as practise the

formation of different letters.
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Communication and Language
As one of the Prime Areas of Learning, Communication
and Language is at the heart of all our learning. At
every opportunity, staff are workmg with children to
develop their speaking, listening, attention and
understandmg skills. Throu.gh [Lsten‘mg to stories, takmg
part in Cirde Time, playing games, following
instructions, children will be given the skills, development,
and. opportunity to express themselves effectively.

Maths

As budding mathematicians, children will be learning all
about numbers in detail using a mastery maths
approach. We will learn to recognise the composition of
numbers as well as look at how they are made using
number bonds. We will practise counting forwards and
backwards to 10, as well as subitising amounts to 5.
Within Reception we like our Maths learning to be
pmcthal and fun using apparatus such as Numicon,
cubes, tens frames and small toys.

Personal, Social and Emotional

Development
Through PSHE lessons and all areas of the Early Years

curriculum, children will develop their skills su.rroundmg
managing themselves, self-regulation and building
r‘elattonsths. As well as separate PSHEe lessons, children
will use stories and Circle Time to explore their thoughts,
feelings and emaotions.

Physical Development
Children receive a taught session of PE each week and
have daily access to our outdoor learning environment,
allowmg their gross and fine motor skills to be refined.
The children will also improve their fine motor skills by
taking part in daily fine motor activities such as cutting,
threading and dough disco activities as well as daily

handwriting practise.

Wild Tribe

Children will take part in woodland activities every week.
The children will need a pair of wellies to keep in school

and a waterproof coat available on this day.

During our first term, we will begin our learning
