Maths

In maths this term, children will continue to build upon their
learning from Reception. We will be developing our knowledge
of pLace value, anludmg counting Jorwards and backwards,
identifying the value of numbers, ordering and understanding
more or less. Children will solve addition and subtraction
calculations using apparatus, pictorial representations and on
number lines. In geometry, we will learn about 2D and 3D

shapes and describe position and direction.
English

This term English will focus on sentence writing skills linked to
our topics. Children will be encouraged to use capital letters
and full stops as well as question marks. We will be
introducing skills on how to make our sentences more interesting
by adding time openers, con junctions and ad jectives. As
alwags, children will be apptg'mg their phomtlc knowledge to
spell new and unfamiliar words. Children will then have the
opportunity to apply these skills in a variety of fiction and

non-fiction based activities.
Science

In science, children will be learning all about their bodies by
naming different body parts and identifying which body part
is associated with the five senses. We will also be learning
about different animal groups including their diet. Children
will also begin their learning on the four seasons by observing

and describing changes throughout the year-.
